Blessing of Bicycles and Other Wheeled Things
This seasonal blessing may be used at the sending, before the dismissal, if you will be gathering around bicycles/scooters/rollerblades outdoors or someplace other than the worship space. Another option would be to use it during the children’s sermon, with equipment that people have brought that relates to biking or other wheeled activities: water bottles, toe clips, helmets, bike locks, reflective clothing, knee or elbow pads, etc.
The presiding minister, assisting minister, members of the youth group, or active cyclists in the congregation could lead different components of the litany and the prayer.

We give you thanks for warm weather
and time to play in your delightful creation.

You are with us on our way to work, to the pool,
around the neighborhood, and across town.

We give you thanks for wheels that are fast
and helmets that protect.

You are with us in the whoosh of the wind
and the pop of the wheel.

We give you thanks for friends and companions as we ride.

You are with us in our laughter,
in our races, and in our friendships.

God of play and transport,
We are thrilled to be able to experience your world
from the seat of our motorcycles and bicycles,
from our skateboards and scooters and rollerblades.
Keep those who ride mindful of cars and animals,
rocks on the trails, and rounding corners.
Keep those who drive aware of speedy bicycles,
new riders wavering in their steadiness,
and the tenderness of training wheels.
Bless these wheels
that they would move us from place to place safely.
Bless the helmets that we wear
that they would protect us if we fall
and be a sign to those around us that we value the life you
have given us.
Be the wind at our back and the strength to push up a hill.
Grant us safe travel throughout our days
and guide us safely home each night.
In Jesus’ name we pray
